and Health Concern, Wyre Forest)
and Michael Wills (1970) (Labour,
North Swindon).

and takes over the
functions of the
Association AGM.

Crucially, its
composition will give
a stronger voice to a
more diverse and
representative
cross-section of alumni
than ever before.

/ \t the heart of the

Alumni Council will be
the year-group
representatives, one
from each matriculation
year.

They will be joined by
representatives of
special-interest
organisations (such as
the Boat Club and the
Friends of Clare Choir), a
current undergraduate
and a graduate student,
and up to four co-opted
members to ensure that
the Council accurately
reflects the interests of
the whole Clare alumni
community.

The Alumni Council’s
remit is to represent the
interests of alumni in the

affairs of the College; to
give advice on recent
and planned alumni
activities; and to publish
an annual report to all
Clare members in the
Clare Annual.

It will be chaired by the
Master or his elected
deputy, and the Alumni
Officer will act as
Secretary.

All nominated Council
members will serve for a
period of three years,
with the possibility of
re-nomination.

Above all, the Alumni
Council is of and for the
members of Clare.

JOHN RUTTER (1964, Director of
Music 1975-79, Honorary Fellow) is
one of the world’s best known and
widely loved composers of choral
music.

As conductor of the Cambridge
Singers, he has also made some of
the most acclaimed recordings of the
last 25 years.

John’s 60th birthday in September
was the occasion for tributes and
celebrations from the musical world.

Music Week magazine carried a
special feature on John Rutter and
his recording label Collegium.
Oxford University Press, which
publishes much of John’s choral
music, organised a birthday event at
Clare.

The current Choir performed a
short concert in Chapel, followed by
a reception in the Master’s Lodge
and a dinner in Hall.

As a birthday gift, OUP donated
£3,000 to the Christopher Rutter
Memorial Choral Scholarships Fund
at Clare.

Tim Brown swaps Cambridge

for Princeton

DIRECTOR of Music Tim Brown is
spending the 2005-06 academic year
in the USA as interim director of
choral activities at Westminster
Choir College, a residential college
of music located on a 23-acre
campus in Princeton, New Jersey.

With a student body of 330
undergraduates and 110 graduate
students, the College offers
concentrated performance study in
voice, organ, piano and conducting.

Tim will conduct two of the
College’s seven choral ensembles,
the Westminster Choir and the
Westminster Symphonic Choir.

During Tim’s absence, Clare Choir
is being directed by Dr Christopher
Robinson CVO, formerly Organist
and Director of Music at St John’s
College, Cambridge.

One of Britain’s most
distinguished musicians,
Dr Robinson has also held the posts
of Organist and Choirmaster at St
George’s Chapel, Windsor, conductor
of the Oxford Bach Choir, and
conductor of the City of Birmingham
Choir.

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Royal honour for
David Attenborough

THE QUEEN has appointed

Sir David Attenborough (1945,
Honorary Fellow) to the Order of
Merit.

Membership of the Order, founded
in 1902, is limited to 24 individuals
at any one time. It remains in the
personal gift of the sovereign and is
conferred for exceptional distinction
in the arts, sciences and public life.

Sir David’s career in broadcasting

spans more than 50 years; besides
his acclaimed natural history series,
his achievements include introducing
colour television to Britain (as
controller of BBC2).

According to College records,
Sir David is the first member of
Clare to be awarded the OM.

The College will celebrate this
historic honour at a dinner on 30
November.

Research in English and electronics

CLARE has a long-standing
commitment to promoting research,
through the award of two Research
Fellowships each year in the sciences
and humanities.

In October, the College welcomed
Deborah Bowman and Henry Snaith
as its new Junior Research Fellows.

Deborah Bowman’s area of
interest is adult childishness in early
20th century English and French
literature and criticism. Her
wide-ranging study will embrace
Freud’s developmental psychology,

Proust’s writings of childhood
memory, and the work of poet and
novelist Stevie Smith.

Henry Snaith is a leading young
researcher in the field of
optoelectronics. He is studying the
physics and technology of polymer-
based photovoltaic devices, with a
particular interest in hybrid solar
cells. Combining semi-conducting
polymers and inorganic
nanoparticles, these are a likely
contender for future power
generation.

Clare scoops
more prizes
for teaching

AYLMER JOHNSON
(Fellow), a Senior Lecturer
in the Department of
Engineering, has won one of
this year’s Pilkington Prizes,
awarded annually by the
University of Cambridge for
excellence in teaching.
Aylmer is the fifth Fellow
of Clare in five years to
receive the award, joining
Dr Cathie Clark (astronomy)
and Dr Dominic Scott
(Philosophy) in 2001,
Professor Lawrence Paulson
(Computer Science) in 2003
and Dr William Foster
(Zoology) in 2004.

CLARE has its very own
representative in parliament,
following the election of
David Howarth (1978,
Fellow) as Liberal Democrat
MP for Cambridge at the
General Election on 5 May
(see Clare News #15, p. 7).

David took the seat from
Labour on a 15 per cent
swing to the Liberal
Democrats, giving him a
majority of 4,339 votes.

In the House of Commons
he speaks for the party on
community and local
government matters.

He also sits on the Liberal
Democrats’ national policy
forum.
